PHASE | SOLICITATION FOR SMALL BUSINESS INNOVATION RESEARCH

I.  SBIR PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
A. Purpose of EPA’s SBIR Program

Every Federal agency with an extramural research and development (R&D) budget over $100 million is required by law to
have a Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) program. For the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the SBIR
program provides one way it can directly award R&D funding to small businesses. The goal of EPA’s SBIR Program is to
support small businesses in the commercialization of innovative technologies that help support EPA’s mission of protecting
human health and the environment (www.epa.gov/sbir). EPA is especially interested in broadening participation in the
program and encourages firms new to the program to consider applying. Each agency implements the program in a phased
manner that follows the technology development continuum: research, development, demonstration, commercialization,
and utilization. Generally, there are two phases: the first is for proof of concept, and the second is intended to move the
technology as far as possible toward full-scale commercialization.

1. Importance of Commercialization

For EPA, success of its SBIR program means that the technologies it supports will in fact be used to solve the problems for
which they are being developed; therefore, from the outset of the selection process, EPA will consider commercialization
potential to be as important as technical potential, and it will evaluate proposals accordingly (see evaluation criteria in
section V). An offeror is encouraged to conduct some market research before submitting their proposal to this solicitation
to demonstrate that there is a viable market opportunity.

2. Importance of Life Cycle Impacts

In order to support the Agency’s mission of protecting human health and the environment, the lifecycle environmental
impacts of the technology, including (if applicable) minimizing resource use, minimizing toxicity of materials, efficient use
of water and energy, minimizing pollution, and minimizing the impacts of disposal should be considered. A formal Life
Cycle Analysis (LCA) is not required.

B. Phasel

The EPA anticipates making approximately twenty-five (25) Phase | awards, each in the amount up to $100,000 and not
to exceed a six (6) month term of performance. It is anticipated that these contracts will be awarded with a contract start
date of December 1, 2023. The Phase | effort is for “proof of concept” of the proposed technology. All companies that
successfully complete Phase | are eligible to compete for Phase Il which is to further develop and commercialize the
technology.

C. Performance Benchmark Requirements for Phase | Eligibility

Companies with multiple SBIR/STTR awards must meet minimum performance benchmark requirements to be eligible to
apply for a new Phase | or Direct-to-Phase Il award. The performance benchmark requirements address the extent to
which an awardee progresses a project from Phase | to Phase Il (i.e., Phase | to Phase Il Transition Rate Benchmark) and
the extent to which an awardee progresses a project from Phase Il towards commercialization (i.e., Commercialization
Rate Benchmark). The purpose of these benchmarks is to ensure that Phase | applicants that have won multiple prior
SBIR/STTR awards are progressing towards commercialization. The benchmarks were published in the Federal Register
for public comment and agreed upon by all 11 SBIR agencies. The Phase | to Phase Il Transition Rate Benchmark was
published at 78 FR 30951 in May 2013, and the Commercialization Rate Benchmark was published at 78 FR 59410 in
September 2013. The SBIR and STTR Extension Act of 2022 (Public Law 117-183) amended the application of these
benchmarks for more experienced firms. This update (March 2023) reflects those statutory changes. For more details,
see: https://www.sbir.gov/performance-benchmarks.

D. 2023-24 SBIR Phase | Research Topics

Given EPA’s broad mission of protecting human health and the environment, there are a broad range of problems for
which innovative technologies could provide solutions. Each year EPA’s SBIR program selects specific topics to include in
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its Phase | solicitation. This solicitation is based upon the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) established, Broad Agency
Announcement (BAA) authority. BAAs allow for the solicitation and establishment of appropriate contracts to advance
and further the development and application of innovative and emerging technologies to meet specific federal
government needs, which are defined within broad problem areas. An offeror’s proposal must directly address one of the
specific topics described below.

1. CLEAN AND SAFE WATER

Topic 1A: Zero-liquid discharge and brine concentrate minimization
Topic 1B: Treatment and destruction of PFAS in wastewater and other waste streams
Topic 1C: HABs sensors that can monitor cyanobacteria and toxins

2. AIR QUALITY & CLIMATE

Topic 2A: Innovative technologies to clean indoor air during wildfire smoke events and other high pollution days
Topic 2B: Air pollution control technologies for urban small sources

3. LAND
Topic 3A: Innovations in slurry injection technology for complex waste treatment and disposal

4. HOMELAND SECURITY
Topic 4A: Al-based indoor mapping and localization using smartphone sensor data

5. CIRCULAR ECONOMY/SUSTAINABLE MATERIALS

Topic 5A: Innovative technologies that help consumers prevent food waste in the acquisition, preparation, and
storage of food

Topic 5B: Innovative technologies or materials that will improve the U.S. recycling system

Topic 5C: Innovative material reduction and reuse solutions to lower embodied carbon in the built environment

6. SAFER CHEMICALS

Topic 6A: Rubber anti-degradant technologies for tires and other rubber products that are lower concern for human
health and the environment
Topic 6B: Innovative enhanced efficiency fertilizers

1. CLEAN AND SAFE WATER

Zero-liquid discharge and brine concentrate minimization

Increasing pressure on water resources has led to greater water scarcity and a growing demand for sufficient quantities
of high-quality water for a variety of potable and non-potable purposes. The changing climate is creating additional long-
term challenges to meeting water needs by redistributing precipitation patterns across geographies and time scales. EPA’s
overall water reuse goal is improving the quantity of high-quality water without creating other significant environmental
impacts. Water reuse (also commonly known as water recycling or water reclamation) reclaims water from a variety of
sources such as municipal wastewater, industrial and commercial process water, agricultural runoff, and stormwater. This
water is treated and reused for beneficial purposes such as potable water supply augmentation or a range of non-potable
uses such as agriculture and landscape irrigation, industrial processes, environmental restoration, and saltwater intrusion
barriers in coastal aquifers. Water reuse creates alternative sources of water that are generally far more reliable than
traditional surface water or groundwater sources (https://www.epa.gov/waterreuse).

In support of these goals, EPA launched the National Water Reuse Action Plan (WRAP) in 2020, which helps drive progress
on reuse by leveraging the expertise of scientists, policymakers, and local experts across the country to create a more
resilient water future for communities of all sizes. The WRAP collaborative includes more than 100 organizations
partnering on 50 actions in the plan to help to solve local water resource challenges through appropriate reuse practices.
Since the inception of the WRAP, the EPA SBIR program has led efforts to advance water reuse technologies through WRAP
Action 7.5: Coordinate and Promote Water Reuse Technology in Federal SBIR Programs.
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Water treatment technologies such as reverse osmosis (RO) and other similar practices generate a brine concentrate
stream that is often high in total dissolved solids and other contaminants. Disposing of this waste stream can be difficult
and costly, especially for inland locations without access to an ocean outfall. To enable greater resource recovery and
assist in the disposal of different waste streams including produced water, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 1A: Zero-liquid discharge and brine concentrate minimization. Energy efficient and cost-effective technologies that
can minimize or eliminate the liquid portion of brine concentrate and can therefore enable the treatment and potential
use of different types of wastewater. Ideally technologies should recover water or even solids from these waste streams
and create additional benefits to offset costs and enable additional water reuse and resource recovery.

All technologies should consider their lifecycle impacts including energy efficiency, greenhouse gas emissions, use of
chemicals, and waste generation. Technologies would ideally demonstrate that zero-liquid discharge and brine
minimization can be accomplished cost-effectively without shifting the burden of pollution management to landfills and
other solid-waste management facilities.

Treatment and destruction of PFAS in wastewater and other waste streams

Per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) are a group of manufactured chemicals that have been widely used since the
1940s. They have many useful properties, but they can break down very slowly and can build up in animals and the
environment over time. PFAS have been widely used in consumer products such as non-stick cookware, carpets and carpet
treatment products, food packaging, aqueous firefighting foams, metal plating operations and in the defense, aerospace,
automotive, construction, and electronics industries. Due to their widespread use and environmental persistence, most
people in the United States have been exposed to certain PFAS. Most known exposures are relatively low, but some can
be high, particularly when people are exposed to a concentrated source over long periods of time. A growing body of
scientific evidence shows that exposure at certain levels to specific PFAS can adversely impact human health and other
living things. Because of the potential risks to human health and the environment, the EPA has developed a strategic
roadmap which includes investing in research, development and innovation to increase understanding of PFAS.

Water resources (i.e., surface water and groundwater) are susceptible to contamination by PFAS release from
manufacturing sites, industrial use, aircraft fire and emergency response training areas, and industrial or municipal waste
sites where products are disposed of or applied.

For this topic, EPA is especially interested in technologies that can treat or destroy PFAS in wastewater and other high
strength waste streams.

Topic 1B: Novel technologies for the treatment and destruction of PFAS in wastewater and other difficult to treat waste
streams. Technologies should be field deployable and should be able to remove or destroy PFAS in relevant waste streams
including, but not limited to, leachate, wastewater, RO concentrates, ion exchange regenerant solutions, and spent
activated carbon and ion exchange resins. Ideally, technologies could operate at flow rates appropriate to field application,
and all residual or emission streams should be evaluated to assure the PFAS is permanently sequestered or destroyed,
and that the stream can be appropriately managed. Products of incomplete destruction should be included to be studied
in the project.

All technologies should consider their lifecycle impacts including energy efficiency, greenhouse gas emissions, use of
chemicals, and waste generation.
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HABs Detection

Harmful algal blooms (HABs) are a major environmental issue in all 50 states. Excessive concentrations of cyanobacteria
can become harmful and have severe impacts on human, animal, and aquatic ecosystem health.

Currently detection of cyanobacteria is either through data sondes using fluorescence of chlorophyll and phycocyanin;
remote sensing using spectral signatures; or cell taxonomy using imaging or microscopy; and detection of toxins is through
ELISA or other methods (https://www.epa.gov/ground-water-and-drinking-water/detection-methods-cyanotoxins). A
combined sensor that can simultaneously detect cyanobacteria and determine if the cyanobacteria are toxic or harmful
does not currently exist. While urban areas may have the resources to continuously monitor for cyanobacteria and toxins,
remote and rural communities often do not. In addition, rural and remote locations may have extensive distances to cover
to maintain the sensors. This situation can be especially acute in remote lakes, rivers, and streams that have the potential
to impact livestock, recreation, and food sources.

For these reasons, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 1C: HABs sensors that can monitor cyanobacteria and toxins. Technologies can be remote or in-situ, should be self-
recharging and should include communication technology for real-time detection from remote locations that don’t have
access to cellular signals. Technologies should be affordable and reliable and should ideally have the following
characteristics:

e Have the capability to detect chlorophyll a (a surrogate for phytoplankton biomass) and phycocyanin (a
surrogate for cyanobacteria biomass), and cyanotoxins.

e Have the capability to use a power source, communicate data in real-time from remote locations that may not
have cellular signals and be self-cleaning (remote) or anti-fouling (in-situ) for long-term unattended monitoring.

e Achieve a quantified minimum detection limit for cyanobacteria biomass and toxins (based on the EPA
resources provided).

e Minimum measurement frequency of every 2 hours

2. AIR QUALITY & CLIMATE

Cleaner Indoor Air During Wildfires

When smoke from fires is unhealthy, as defined by EPA’s Air Quality Index, the recommendation is to stay indoors,
preferably in a “clean room” with filtered air and closed windows and doors, and to minimize physical activity. However,
air cleaning technologies for indoor air have multiple limitations, including their cost to purchase, operate, and maintain.
They are also dependent on electrical power, which can be disrupted by wildfires or rolling blackouts. In addition,
wildfires often occur in the summer and early fall in regions of the United States where many homes do not have air
conditioning, so closing windows can lead to very high indoor temperatures and heat-related health impacts.

EPA is looking for solutions for keeping indoor air as clean as possible during periods when outdoor concentrations of
fine particulate matter (PM,s) and other pollutants are elevated due to smoke events. PM,s is a main component of
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smoke from fires and has been linked to respiratory and cardiovascular health effects, especially in children, older
adults, and individuals with pre-existing lung and heart conditions.

To address these issues, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 2A: Innovative technologies to clean indoor air during wildfire smoke events and other high pollution days.
Ideally, technologies would significantly reduce indoor PM,.s and other air pollutants (e.g., volatile organic compounds or
VOCs), and maintain performance under real-word conditions (i.e., high outdoor concentrations). Applications should
consider cost, noise, safety, energy consumption, pollution generation, ease of use, and environmental lifecycle of
materials used. Technologies could be designed for use in homes and/or public and commercial buildings. EPA is
particularly interested in technologies that provide solutions for combined cleaning and cooling.

Air pollution control technologies for urban small sources

Despite dramatic progress cleaning the air since 1970, air pollution in the United States continues to harm people's health
and the environment. Under the Clean Air Act, EPA continues to work with state, local, and tribal governments, other
federal agencies, and stakeholders to reduce air pollution and the damage that it causes. Small-scale urban emissions
sources, such as communal residential heating, commercial cooking, construction (including the use of Cured-In-Place
Pipe, CIPP), infrastructure maintenance, waste processing, and small industries, can have a substantial impact on local air
quality, especially in densely populated areas due to their proximity. These emissions sources release various pollutants,
including particulate matter (PM), nitrogen oxides (NOx), sulfur oxides (SOx), volatile organic compounds (VOCs), leading
to adverse health outcomes and environmental issues.

While large-scale emission sources are generally well regulated, small-scale sources may be overlooked, despite their
cumulative contribution to local air pollution. Furthermore, indoor air quality can be severely impacted by these sources,
affecting public health and well-being. As a result, there is a pressing need for innovative mitigation technologies and
strategies that can be easily deployed, scaled, and maintained to tackle small-scale urban emissions effectively and
improve both outdoor and indoor air quality.

For these reasons, EPA is interested in the following topic:
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Topic 2B: Air pollution control technologies for urban small sources. Innovative, cost-effective mitigation technologies
to reduce emissions from small point sources in urban areas. Ideally, technologies would be able to be retrofitted, cost-
effective, offer greater mitigation than current technologies, and have low maintenance and energy costs. The mitigation
technologies must include efficacy of reducing emissions and improving local air quality and should address both outdoor
and indoor air quality. Additional parameters to consider are potential co-benefits and/or distinctives such as cost-
effectiveness, on-going maintenance activities, energy use, safety, and multi-media waste production.

3. LAND
Slurry injection

Slurry injection, especially if under the influence of higher temperatures and pressures at great vertical depths, could be
a means to treat and dispose of waste liquids or “slurries” into deep formations. Per Congressional direction, this topic
addresses the feasibility of safely and permanently disposing of complex waste materials using slurry injection technology.

All technologies should consider their lifecycle impacts including energy efficiency, greenhouse gas emissions, use of
materials and chemicals, and waste generation, and especially the suitability of the geology of the proposed disposal
location.

Topic 3A: Innovations in slurry injection technology for complex waste treatment and disposal. Slurry injection into
engineered treatment devices, such as supercritical water oxidation technologies, that use higher temperature and
pressures than ambient conditions and could provide treatment to complex waste matrices.

4. HOMELAND SECURITY

Indoor Mapping for Response Support

The EPA has responsibility to support response and recovery from natural or man-made disasters and provides site
assessment and reporting in support of overall incident management. Indoor localization and mapping are essential for
effective response support. Traditional approaches, such as GPS, are unreliable in indoor environments due to signal
attenuation and multipath propagation. Other techniques, like Wi-Fi or Bluetooth-based positioning, require extensive
infrastructure and may not be universally available. A novel approach is needed using Al-based user-generated video
recognition, smartphone sensor data, and 3D information to create an efficient and user-friendly indoor mapping and
localization system.

To address these issues, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 4A: Al-based Indoor Mapping and Localization Using Smartphone Sensor Data. Solutions should provide an Al-
driven indoor mapping and localization application that utilizes mobile smartphone cameras and sensors to precisely
determine a user's position within an indoor setting. This system will emulate human spatial memory by employing Al,
video, and directional data to identify and remember routes within an indoor space. Furthermore, it will offer users a
streamlined 3D indoor map of the explored area. The application's capabilities will include: 1) identifying and tracking the
device (user) in indoor environments using the device's built-in camera and sensors; 2) ensuring a horizontal accuracy of
less than 5 ft; 3) generating a simplified 3D schematic displaying the user's location and path; and 4) compatibility with
widely-used platforms such as iOS and Android smartphones and tablets.
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5. CIRCULAR ECONOMY/SUSTAINABLE MATERIALS

EPA’s 2021 National Recycling Strategy discusses recycling challenges facing the nation and ways to improve the system
for the future. The 2021 Strategy identifies actions to address these challenges that build on the collaborative efforts by
stakeholders from across the recycling system, which started under the 2019 National Framework for Advancing the U.S.
Recycling System. The Strategy’s goal is to create a stronger, more resilient, and cost-effective municipal solid waste
(MSW) recycling system and is a critical effort to build a circular economy for all.

Circularity is embraced within the sustainable materials management (SMM) approach that the U.S. federal government
has pursued since 2009. A circular economy approach under the SMM umbrella demonstrates continuity in an emphasis
on reducing life cycle impacts of materials, including climate impacts; reducing the use of harmful materials; and
decoupling materials use from economic growth. Recognizing the need to implement a circular economy approach for all
— reducing the creation of waste with local communities in mind and implementing materials management strategies that
are inclusive of communities with environmental justice concerns.

Preventing Food Waste

Over one-third of the food produced in the U.S. is never eaten. The production and current management of food waste
uses significant and limited resources and contributes to a broad range of environmental impacts, including climate
change, air pollutants, water scarcity, reductions in biodiversity, and soil and water quality degradation. For example,
producing, processing, distributing and retailing food that is ultimately wasted contributes greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions equivalent to that of 42 coal-fired power plants and requires enough water and energy to supply more than 50
million homes each year. When food is disposed of in a landfill, it produces methane, a potent greenhouse gas 28 to 36
times more effective than CO; at trapping heat in the atmosphere over a 100-year period. EPA estimates that over 35.3
million tons (24% of municipal solid waste or MSW) of food is sent to landfills. The EPA, USDA, and FDA are working
together to help the U.S. meet its goal of reducing food loss and waste by 50 percent by 2030. Guided by EPA’s Food
Recovery Hierarchy, EPA is seeking innovative technologies to prevent food waste. Preventing food waste from being
generated creates more benefits for the environment, society, and the economy than any end-of-life management
strategy.

Consumers waste food due to a variety of reasons. Some drivers of food waste are associated with the built environment,
such as in households (e.g., poor refrigerator design) and in retail stores (e.g., packaging that limits shelf life, portion sizes
too large for small households). Other drivers of food waste are associated with a lack of knowledge (e.g., how to properly
store food, how to assess food safety, or how to cook with what you have on hand) or busy lifestyles, for example.

To address these issues, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 5A: Innovative technologies that help consumers prevent food waste in the acquisition, preparation, and storage
of food. Such technologies could include but are not limited to apps and other devices to help consumers with awareness,
planning, inventory management, and other behaviors related to food; smart appliances and improvements to
refrigeration; and food packaging or storage that extends freshness and minimizes waste.

Recycling

The U.S. MSW recycling system currently faces several challenges, including confusion about what materials can be
recycled, recycling infrastructure that has not kept pace with today’s diverse and changing waste stream, reduced markets
for recycled materials, and varying methodologies to measure recycling system performance. The National Recycling
Strategy identifies actions to address these challenges that build on the collaborative efforts by stakeholders from across
the recycling system that began under the 2019 National Framework for Advancing the U.S. Recycling System.

The National Recycling Strategy is aligned with and supports implementation of the National Recycling Goal to increase
the recycling rate to 50 percent by 2030. The National Recycling Strategy is organized by five strategic objectives to
create a more resilient and cost-effective national recycling system. Recycling efforts in the U.S. are inclusive of more
than just the processing of MSW at material recovery facilities and include many other materials, such electronics,
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textiles, cement, concrete, and batteries. Future strategies will address these and other aspects of building a circular
economy for all.

For these reasons, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 5B: Innovative technologies or materials that will improve the U.S. recycling system.
Technologies should support more efficient and effective collection, sortation, and processing of recycled materials and/or
lead to the increased recyclability of products or increased recycled content within products.

Lowering Embodied Carbon in the Built Environment

Operational emissions have long been a topic of research and an area of focus when identifying opportunities for reducing
the greenhouse gas emissions of buildings (e.g., energy efficiency and renewable sources of electricity). However,
operational emissions are only responsible for a portion of buildings’ greenhouse gas emissions. The other portion is
attributable to embodied emissions or embodied carbon, which includes the combined greenhouse gas emissions caused
by extraction, manufacture, transportation, construction, maintenance, replacement, deconstruction, disposal, and end
of life activities for the materials and systems that make up a building. Reducing or reusing building materials or the waste
associated with manufacturing and installation of building materials avoids many of these lifecycle impacts. Unlike
operational emissions that can be lowered over the lifespan of a building, embodied carbon impacts are locked in and can
only be substantially lowered through decisions made before a building is constructed or renovated.

For these reasons, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 5C: Innovative material reduction and reuse solutions to lower embodied carbon in the built environment.
Materials and technologies should be safe for human health and the environment, as well as have reduced embodied
carbon impacts across their full lifecycle from manufacturing, construction, building repair, maintenance, and end of life
processes. Examples of material reduction solutions include designing for material efficiency in construction or reducing
waste in building material fabrication. Examples of reuse solutions include new and improved innovations in design for
disassembly, adaptive reuse of buildings, deconstruction, and salvaged material processing and reuse.

6. SAFER CHEMICALS

Chemicals make up the products we use in our everyday lives. Some chemicals pose risks to humans and the
environment. Under the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) and the Pollution Prevention Act, EPA evaluates potential
risks from new and existing chemicals and finds ways to prevent or reduce pollution before it gets into the environment.
Safer chemicals research at EPA supports chemical risk-based decisions to protect human health and the environment.
supports chemical risk-based decisions to protect human health and the environment.

Rubber anti-degradants that are lower concern for human health and the environment

A 2020 Science publication linked coho salmon death to an acutely toxic chemical, 6PPD-quinone, in stormwater (Tian et
al., 2021). Concentrations in stormwater were found to be lethal for coho salmon following exposures lasting only a few
hours. Subsequent work identified rainbow trout, brook trout, steelhead, and Chinook salmon as vulnerable to 6PPD-
quinone (Brinkmann et al., 2022; French et al., 2022). These fish species have cultural, commercial, and ecological
importance, and some coho salmon populations are endangered and threatened.

6PPD-quinone is a degradation product of 6PPD (N-(1,3-dimethylbutyl)-N’-phenyl-p-phenylenediamine (6PPD)), a rubber
anti-degradant. 6PPD provides antioxidant and anti-ozonant properties with high temperature, fatigue, and flex resistance
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for natural and synthetic rubber compounds under both static and dynamic operating conditions. This compound helps to
protect rubber against aging (OSPAR commission, 2005). Sources of 6PPD-quinone in stormwater include tire and road
wear particles and may also include other sources containing recycled tire products (e.g., synthetic turf), as well as other
sources.

Since the identification of 6PPD-quinone as a toxicant to fish, interest in identifying alternatives to 6PPD has grown. The
State of California has proposed to list motor vehicle tires containing 6PPD as a Priority Product under that state’s Safer
Consumer Products (SCP) regulations. This process may lead to investigation of potential alternative tire rubber anti-
degradant chemicals.

For these reasons, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 6A: Rubber anti-degradant technologies for tires and other rubber products that are lower concern for human
health and the environment. Anti-ozonant/antioxidant products or technologies, compatible with natural and synthetic
rubber materials, that do not create undesirable oxidation byproducts under ambient conditions (e.g., in tires driving on
the road) or have other negative environmental or human health impacts but retain strong anti-degradant properties to
be competitive with existing technologies.

Next Generation Fertilizers

Nitrogen and phosphorus fertilizers facilitate the growth of crops, including corn, at yields that provide sustained global
food production. However, fertilizers applied without consideration of the appropriate rate, timing, source, and method,
can have harmful effects on the environment and human health. Enhanced Efficiency Fertilizer (EEF) is a term for new
formulations that control fertilizer release or alter reactions that reduce nutrient losses to the environment. EEFs and
other next generation product technology innovations may be an important addition to a system of conservation practices
that help reduce the impacts from row crop agriculture on the environment, while maintaining or increasing agricultural
productivity and profitability. For more information, see:

To further these goals, EPA is interested in the following topic:

Topic 6B: Innovative enhanced efficiency fertilizers. Technologies that are affordable and will help reduce the
environmental impacts of U.S. corn and other row crop production while maintaining or increasing crop yields. Ideally,
technologies could be applicable to improve production of many crops in the U.S. and abroad. These technologies should
maintain or increase yields relative to conventional fertilizers and come with a net reduction of nutrient losses (nitrogen
and especially phosphorus) to the environment via leaching, runoff, ammonia volatilization, and nitrous oxide emissions.

E. Additional Requirements

Each offeror submitting a Phase | proposal must qualify as a small business for research or R&D purposes at the time of
award of the Phase | and Phase Il funding agreements. In addition, the primary employment of the principal investigator
must be with the small business firm, both at the time of contract award and during the conduct of the proposed research.
Principal investigators who appear to be employed by a university must submit a letter from the university stating that
the principal investigator, if awarded a SBIR contract, will become a less-than-half-time employee of the university.

Also, a principal investigator who appears to be a staff member of both the offeror and a second employer must submit a
letter from the second employer stating that, if awarded a SBIR contract, s/he will become a less than half-time employee
of the second employer. Letters demonstratingthat these requirements have been fulfilled shall be included in the offeror’s
proposal. Failure to do so may jeopardize award. Also, for Phase |, the research or R&D work must be performed in the
United States. (For the definition of the “United States”, see Section II. 11.J.)

DEFINITIONS

For purposes of this solicitation, the following definitions apply:

Research or Research and Development (R/R&D). Any Activity that is:

(1) A systematic, intensive study directed toward greater knowledge or understanding of the subject studied;
(2) A systematic study directed specifically toward applying new knowledge to meet a recognized need; or
(3) A systematic application of knowledge toward the production of useful materials, devices, and systems or methods,

including design, development, and improvement of prototypes and new processes to meet specific requirements.

Funding Agreement. Any contract, grant, or cooperative agreement entered into between any Federal Agency and any
small business concern for the performance of experimental, developmental, or research work, including products or
services, funded in whole or in part by the Federal Government.

Subcontract. Any agreement, other than one involving an employer-employee relationship, entered into by an awardee
of a funding agreement for purpose of obtaining supplies or services for the performance of the original funding
agreement.

Small Business Concern. A small business concern is one that, at the time of award of Phase | and Phase Il contracts, meets
all of the following criteria:

Territory of the Pacific Islands (Republic of Palau), Republic of the Marshall Islands, Federated States of Micronesia,
the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, Samoa, Macao, Fiji, Tonga, Kiribati, Tuvalu, or Nauru);

(5) Subcontinent Asian Americans (persons with origins from India, Pakistan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, Bhutan, the
Maldives Islands, or Nepal); and

(6) Other groups designated from time to time by SBA pursuant to Section 124.103(d) of the 13 CFR Ch.1 (1-1-02
Edition).

Woman-Owned Small Business Concern. A small business concern that is at least 51 percent owned by and controlled by
a woman or women.

Commercialization. The process of developing marketable products or services and producing and delivering products or
services for sale (whether by the originating party or by others) to Government or commercial markets.

SBIR Technical Data. All data generated during the performance of a SBIR award.
SBIR Technical Data Rights. The rights a small business concern obtains in data generated during the performance of any

SBIR Phase |, Phase Il, or Phase Ill award that an awardee delivers to the Government during or upon completion of a
Federally-funded project, and to which the Government receives a license.

IV. PROPOSAL PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS AND REQUIREMENTS

A. Proposal Page Limit and Cover Sheet

Proposals shall be submitted in Portable Document Form (PDF) in response to this Phase | solicitation. Proposals shall not
exceed a total of 35 pages, one side only. Pages (including enclosures or attachments) should be of standard size (8 % in x
11 in) with 1/2 in margins and type no smaller than 10-point font size. All pages shall be consecutively numbered. If
offerors choose to reformat the provided forms or attachments, identical information shall be provided. Government
provided documents/forms are exempt from these standards.

Proposals in excess of the 35-page limitation shall not be considered for review or award. Your entire proposal (including
appendices) shall be submitted through FedConnect as ONE document in PDF. Only proposals received as a “response” to
the BAA Solicitation via FedConnect as ONE PDF by the deadline identified above will be considered for award.

Each Offeror may only submit one proposal in response to this BAA Solicitation. An offeror that submits multiple proposals
will only have one proposal reviewed. If an offeror submits multiple proposals it is the sole discretion of the government
which proposal will be reviewed.

Proposals submitted via FedConnect shall have a file name that includes the company name and topic code. An example
of an acceptable file name is as follows: Topic 1A — ABC, LLC. Proposals shall be submitted via “response” in FedConnect
and not through the message center (also in FedConnect). A proposal is a response to the Government’s Solicitation. Any
proposal received through the message center function in FedConnect will not be evaluated for award. If an offeror is
unsure or has questions on how to submit a proposal please contact the FedConnect helpdesk.

If your firm intends to incur any additional costs beyond the budget limitation of $100,000,
please provide a statement indicating that your firm will be responsible for any additional cost beyond the budget limits.
Failure to sign the cover sheet, or provide matching costs in Appendix 1 and 3, or provide a statement of explanation in
cost exceeding $100,000 will result in the proposal being found non-responsive.

B. Project Summary

Each proposal must include a Project Summary which will be an important document in the review process. The offeror

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their Phase | Research Topic Code and Topic Title on both their Proposal Cover Sheet (Appendix 1) and Project Summary
(Appendix 2).

The Project Summary shall be limited to one page and shall not exceed 400 words. Any Project Summary over the 400-
word limit will result in the proposal being found non-responsive. The Project Summary shall include the following
information: Innovativeness of the proposed technology, technical feasibility, performance compared to current
technologies, commercial potential (including applications and end users), and potential for environmental impact. The
project summary is used extensively during the proposal evaluation process. The project summary and proposal title from
Appendix 2 of the successful proposals will be published by EPA and, therefore, shall not contain proprietary information.

When downloading the solicitation, Appendix 2 may print on more than two pages, but Appendix 2 will only count as one
page. Offerors may reformat the forms; however, identical information shall be provided. If Appendix 2 exceeds two
pages, any additional pages will count toward the 35-page limitation.

C. Technical and Commercial Content: Phase | Proposal
The Phase | proposal requirements are described in this section. Begin the main body of the Phase | technical and
commercial proposal on page 3, after the proposal cover sheet and project summary. Note that there are TWO
attachments required as part of the complete Phase | proposal as follows:

The main body of the technical and commercial proposal shall contain sections that respond to each of the following
requirements. These requirements also correspond to the evaluation criteria. The offeror shall have matching titles in
their proposal as to those listed below in this section. Failure to address each section will result in a proposal being found

non-responsive.

e Describe the potential technical challenges for bringing the technology to market and how they will be
overcome.

e Company/Team (technical)
e Describe the expertise, experience, and collaborations of the company/team (including Principal Investigator
(P1)) to carry out the proposed technical activities.
e Impact/Relevance to topic

e Describe how the proposed technology address the solicitation topic and EPA priorities?
e Describe the lifecycle (inputs, manufacture, use, and reuse/recycle/treatment/disposal, etc.) approach of the
technology to solving the problem.

¢ Innovation/Intellectual Property (IP)

e Describe how the proposed technology is innovative, potentially creating a new product or service.
e Describe the technology’s competitive advantage, in terms of both cost and performance.
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e Provide evidence of interest or support from potential customers or partners. (e.g., letters of support)
e Describe the likelihood the competitive advantage will be sustainable over several years.
e Describe the current and planned IP associated with this technology and how it is protected.

Other Requirements

(11) Discuss data management activities (e.g., record types, record-keeping procedures, data-handling procedures,
and the approach used for data storage and retrieval on electronic media).

Programmatic balance, Agency priorities, and available funding may also be used in the selection
process. EPA is under no obligation to fund any proposal or any specific number of proposals in a given topic. It also may
elect to fund several or none of the proposed approaches to the same topic or subtopic.

A. Evaluation Process

All Phase | proposals determined responsive to the solicitation will be evaluated on a competitive basis by reviewers from
inside and outside of the EPA for technical quality, relevance to the topic, and commercial potential. All reviewers will be
required to sign an agreement to protect the confidentiality of all proposal material and certify that no conflict of interest
exists between them and the offeror. Because there is no common statement of work, each proposal will be evaluated on
its own merits rather than against other proposals responding to this BAA Solicitation. EPA plans to make selections for
award those proposals that deliver technological innovation, contribute to EPA’s mission and demonstrate potential for
commercialization.

Market Opportunity — Degree to which there is a clearly described market opportunity and company describes
its competitive advantage and capability to address this opportunity.

Company/Team (Commercial) —Degree to which proposing company/team has access to resources that could
lead to successful commercialization.

Commercialization Approach — Degree to which proposal presents a convincing commercialization
approach/business model that can successfully take the technology to market.

Company Registry Requirements

The Small Business Administration (SBA) maintains and manages a Company Registry at www.sbir.gov to track
ownership and affiliation requirements for all companies applying to the SBIR Program. The SBIR Policy Directive
requires each small business concern (SBC) applying for a Phase | or Phase Il award to register in the Company
Registry prior to submitting a proposal.

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VI. CONSIDERATIONS

A. Awards

The EPA anticipates the award of approximately twenty-five (25) SBIR Phase | firm-fixed-price contracts of up to $100,000
each, including profit. It is expected that these contracts will be awarded with a contract start date of December 1, 2023.
The period of performance for the contracts should not exceed six (6) months. The primary consideration in selecting
proposals for award will be the technical and commercial merit of the proposal. Proposals shall be evaluated in accordance
with the Technical Evaluation Criteria as stated above. Source selection will not be based on proposed price. However,
price will be evaluated to determine whether the price, including any proposed profit, is fair and reasonable (profit is not
to exceed 10% of value of contract), and whether the offeror is capable of performing the work described in their proposal.

The EPA’s obligation under this contract is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds.

B. Phase | Contract Reporting Requirements
Phase | Reporting Requirements (including monthly and final reports) will be provided in the contract.

C. Payment Schedule

Monthly Phase | progress payments will be made at 85% of actual monthly expenses upon receipt and acceptance of a
proper invoice with each of the first five monthly reports. The remainder shall be paid upon receipt and acceptance of the
final report. Pursuant to the provisions of FAR 52.232-25, PROMPT PAYMENT (JAN 2017), payment will be rendered within
thirty (30) days after receipt of a proper invoice for each reporting period. Appropriate provisions will be included in the
contract.

All vendors shall submit invoices via the IPP System and in accordance with EPAAR Clause 1552.232-70 (May 2019)
SUBMISSION OF INVOICES.

D. Innovations, Inventions, and Patents
LIMITED RIGHTS INFORMATION AND DATA

(a) PROPRIETARY INFORMATION.

Information contained in unsuccessful proposals will remain the property of the offeror. The EPA may, however,
retain copies of all proposals. Public release of information in any proposal submitted will be subject to existing
statutory and regulatory requirements.

If proprietary information is provided by an offeror in a proposal, which constitutes a trade secret, proprietary
commercial or financial information, confidential personal information or data affecting the national security, it will
be treated in confidence, to the extent permitted by law. This information must be clearly marked by the offeror
with the term “confidential proprietary information” and the following legend must appear on the cover page of
the proposal:

“This proposal contains information that shall not be disclosed outside the Federal Government and shall not
be duplicated, used, or disclosed in whole or in part for any purpose other than evaluation of this proposal,
unless authorized by law The Government shall have the right to duplicate, use, or disclose the data to the
extent provided in the resulting contract if award is made as a result of the submission of this proposal. The
information subject to these restrictions are contained on all pages of the proposal except for pages [insert
page numbers or other identification of pages that contain no restricted information.”

Any other legend may be unacceptable to the EPA and may constitute grounds for removing the proposal from
further consideration, without assuming any liability for inadvertent disclosure. The EPA will limit dissemination of
such information to within official channels.

(b) ALTERNATIVE TO MINIMIZE PROPRIETARY INFORMATION. Offerors shall limit proprietary information to only that which is
absolutely essential to their proposal.

RIGHTS IN DATA DEVELOPED UNDER SBIR FUNDING AGREEMENTS.

(1) The Contractor is authorized to affix the following “SBIR Rights Notice” to SBIR data delivered under this
contract and the Government will thereafter treat the data within the provisions of FAR 52.227-20, RIGHTS IN
DATA--SBIR PROGRAM (MAY 2014). If the Contractor does not affix the Notice to data delivered to the
Government in performance of the contract, the Government will have unlimited rights to all data delivered,
except for copyright data approved by the Contracting Officer and registered under Title 17 U.S.C. 401 or 402.
If the claim to copyright data is made, the Contractor shall affix the applicable copyright notice. The SBIR

appropriate). For a period of four (4) years, unless extended in accordance with FAR 27.409(h), after
acceptance of all items to be delivered under this contract, the Government agrees to use these data for
Government purposes only, and they shall not be disclosed outside the Government (including disclosure
for procurement purposes) during such period without permission of the Contractor, except that, subject
to the foregoing use and disclosure prohibitions, these data may be disclosed for use by support
Contractors. After the protection period, the Government has a paid-up license to use, and to authorize
others to use on its behalf, these data for Government purposes, but is relieved of all disclosure
prohibitions and assumes no liability for unauthorized use of these data by third parties. This Notice shall
be affixed to any reproductions of these data, in whole or in part.”

(2) SBIR technical data rights apply to all SBIR awards, including subcontracts to such awards, that fall within the
statutory definition of Phase |, Il, or Ill of the SBIR Program, as described in §4 of this Policy Directive. The
scope and extent of the SBIR technical data rights applicable to Federally-funded Phase lll awards is identical
to the SBIR data rights applicable to Phases | and 1l SBIR awards. The data rights protection period lapses only:

(i) upon expiration of the protection period applicable to the SBIR award; or
(ii) by agreement between the awardee and the agency.

COPYRIGHTS. With prior written permission of the Contracting Officer, the Awardee normally may copyright and
publish (consistent with appropriate national security considerations, if any) material developed with EPA support.
The EPA receives a paid-up license for the Federal Government and requires that each publication contain an
appropriate acknowledgment and disclaimer statement.

PATENTS. Small business concerns normally may retain the principal worldwide patent rights to any invention
developed with Government support. The EPA receives a paid-up license for Federal Government use, reserves the
right to require the patent holder to license others in certain circumstances, and requires that anyone exclusively
licensed to sell the invention in the United States must normally manufacture it domestically. To the extent
authorized by 35 U.S.C. 205, the Government will not make public any information disclosing a Government-
supported invention for a four-year period to allow the Awardee a reasonable time to pursue a patent.

G. Joint Ventures or Limited Partnerships
Joint ventures and limited partnerships are eligible provided the entity created qualifies as a small business concern as
defined in this Program Solicitation.

H. Research and Analytical Work
(1) For a SBIR Phase | proposal, a minimum of two-thirds of the research and/or analytical effort, as measured by the
budget, must be performed by the proposing small business concern, and the balance of one third may be
outsourced to a consultant or subcontract or a combination of the two.

(2) For a Phase Il proposal, a minimum of one-half of the research and/or analytical effort, as measured by the budget,
must be performed by the proposing small business concern and the balance of one-half may be outsourced to a
consultant or subcontract or a combination of the two.

I.  Contractor Commitments

(d) This Program Solicitation is not an offer by the EPA and does not obligate the EPA to make any specific number of
awards. Also, awards under the SBIR program are contingent upon the availability of funds.

(e) The EPA SBIR program is not a substitute for existing unsolicited proposal mechanisms. Unsolicited proposals shall
not be accepted under the EPA SBIR program in either Phase | or Phase Il.

(f) Ifanawardis made pursuant to a proposal submitted under this Program Solicitation, the Contractor will be required
to certify that s/he has not previously been, and is not currently being, paid for essentially equivalent work by any
agency of the Federal Government.

The requirement that the offeror designate a topic, and only one topic, (see Section IV.A above) is also mandatory.
The EPA receives hundreds of proposals each year, and it has special groups of reviewers for review of each research
topic. In order to assure that proposals are evaluated by the correct reviewers, it is the complete responsibility of
the offeror to select and identify the best topic.

PRINCIPAL INVESTIGATOR (Pl) SUBSTITUTION DUE TO DEATH, RESIGNATION, OR ILLNESS (Special Contract

Every effort should be made by an offeror to retain the Principal Investigator (PI) initially identified in its proposal
for the duration of the period of performance. When circumstances occur beyond an offeror’s control, such as
death, illness, or resignation of a PI, the offeror shall provide acceptable documentation that could include a letter
of resignation, copy of an obituary, or a signed statement by the Pl that s/he is unable to perform based on medical
reasons, etc. An offeror, upon notification that its proposal is being considered for award, will be required to agree
to the alternate evaluation of the substitute PIl, and will have an opportunity to submit a timely resume for a
qualified substitute PI. Note, however, that the evaluation of a substitute Pl will not improve an offeror’s rating and
could actually result in an offeror’s failure to receive an award based on inadequate substitute Pl qualifications.

DEBRIEFING REQUEST

An offeror, upon its written request received by the agency within 7 days after the date on which that offeror has
received notification of contract award via EPA Public Notice, FedConnect announcement, or email from the
Contracting Officer — whichever occurs first - shall be furnished with basis for the selection decision and contract
award. To the maximum extent practicable, EPA debriefing should occur within 14 days after receipt of the written
request. Debriefings will only be provided via an email response. Untimely debriefing requests shall not be
accommodated. Debriefings shall consist of one or more of the following:

2) Proposal evaluation feedback; or

Cybersecurity

The SBIR/STTR Extension Act of 2022, requires SBIR programs to assess the security risks presented by applicants applying
to SBIR including cybersecurity practices.
