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Mattapoisett is working with The Buzzards Bay Stormwater Collaborative Project, a pilot program of the 
Buzzards Bay Action Committee (BBAC) to map stormwater collection networks and monitor stormwater 
discharges that are contributing to shellfish bed closures and other pollution-caused impairments in the 
Buzzards Bay watershed. Funding for the program was provided by a U.S. EPA Healthy Communities grant 
program to the BBAC. The elimination of illicit discharges to stormwater networks and the treatment of 
stormwater discharges conveying non-point sources of pollution will help reduce these impairments, but these 
actions can only be taken if problem discharges can be identified and prioritized. The Buzzards Bay National 
Estuary Program (BBNEP) provided planning and technical support for this effort.The Buzzards Bay 
Stormwater Collaborative is a regional inter-municipal program that through cost- effectively sharing of 
resources and expertise has begun the vital first steps of monitoring discharges and mapping stormwater 
networks. One of the deliverables of this project includes this detailed report which provides critical 
information to the participating municipalities to make informed decisions about improving water quality of 
locally impaired waters.
