This is held until the as-
built plans are submitted. For those sites with O&M plans, there is no formal procedure in place for long term
maintenance. Those catch basins that become part of town ownership are cleaned regularly, and those that are
going to be maintained by a homeowners association are asked for documentation showing an HOA
agreement and/or deed restriction that refers to the expected maintenance responsibilities of owners.
